e Smart Landscape Grants

Commercial properties may qualify for grants of up to $2,500 per irrigated acre to
replace or upgrade hardware and equipment that will stop leaks, reduce water use, or
otherwise improve irrigation efficiency. Grants are limited to $5,000 total for
commercial properties. The grant application and eligible smart controller product list
is provided at:

e Water Savings Performance Program

Metropolitan Water District provides $195 per acre foot of water saved or about $3
per 1,000 gallons saved to sites within San Diego County. Incentive is based on the
potential for savings over 5 years. Eligible project costs include labor, hardware and
up to 1 year of water management fees. To apply a Statement of Interest must be
completed, signed and returned to MWD.

e Public Sector Program

The Public Sector Program offers financial incentives to public agencies to
implement immediate water efficiency measures for conservation and water
recycling. The program targets agencies that use 50 acre-feet or more of water per
year. Participation is possible in the following four ways: 1) Receive a free water-
efficiency assessment; 2) Receive up-front funding to purchase water efficient
devices; 3) Receive pay-for-performance incentives for reducing water use through
operational actions; and 4) Receive incentives to fund on-site retrofits and system
upgrades to use recycled water. Participation in the program is limited to public
agencies on a first-come, first-served basis.

Treated Water Quality: REB is currently treating an average 0% LH, 44% SDR, and 56%
imported raw water blend. SFID had two (2) and SDWD had five (5) customer water quality
complaints regarding taste and odor compounds following recent algae activity in our local and
imported water sources. All treated water supplied to SFID and SDWD customers, during
October 2008, complied with state and federal drinking water standards.

Quagga Mussel Update: Veliger (juvenile Quagga Mussels) sampling results from October for
Hodges and SDR are both non-detect. All other reservoirs that receive imported water in San
Diego County (except for Lake Poway) are currently colonized with Quagga Mussels.

Lake Poway terminated their imported raw water deliveries when quaggas were originally
discovered in Colorado River Supplies and conveyance systems. Lake Poway is currently at
record low levels because they have not made up for evaporative losses. Poway is evaluating
installing a filtration system to allow them to re-fill their lake and prevent quaggas from
colonizing.

To date, increased recreational activities in LH, associated with the recent restriction of boating
activities in San Vicente, has not resulted in the colonization of Quagga Mussels in LH. Anoxic
conditions in LH seem to be controlling the spread of this invasive species in the lake.

SDR lake management practices (varying water levels and minimizing the delivery of un-treated
imported water supplies to SDR) has been effective at preventing Quagga Mussels from
colonizing District owned local water sources. We will continue to sample our local water
sources monthly for Quagga Mussels and are developing other management strategies with
other member agencies.
